Bourbon House – Bio
Bourbon House came together as a full band in 2017 when they recorded their first EP, but the band name originated with singer Lacey Crowe and Jason Clark. Bourbon House was originally an acoustic gig for the husband and wife duo, whose shared love for delta blues formed the initial sound of the full band. Their name is derived from the sounds of New Orleans blues and the great Son House. But it wasn’t long before they started writing their own songs, with their first original “Wasn’t Me” completed by the end of 2015 and perpetually sitting on the dusty shelf. Their hunger for songwriting spiraled from there, and they spent the following year completing seven new songs, recruiting band members, and recording their debut with Evan Middlesworth at Pine Hollow Audio in Eau Claire, Wisconsin.
Lacey and Jason recruited their band members, Jennings Buri (bass) and James Mijal (drums) through existing friendships. Jason and Jennings are college friends from the University of Wisconsin - Stevens Point, and James is a Wausau local musician they continually ran into at open mics and local performances. As a collective, the bands influences center around hard/blues rock bands from the 1960s and 1970s, including Led Zeppelin, Jefferson Airplane, and Janis Joplin. The band members are also diverse in their tastes, and the diversity can be heard on both of their albums. You might hear some 1990’s grunge and rock sneaking in from Lacey’s idolization of Chris Cornell and the influence Nirvana had on James. Some of their songs have a jazz element to them, a courtesy of Lacey growing up listening to Etta James on repeat, and Jennings Buri is a classically trained jazz bassist. Though Jason is a fan of every style of music, from Frank Sinatra to Megadeath, he has become the solid foundation that locks Bourbon House’s sound in place and keeps them from going off the deep end into too much experimentation, rounding the band out with his Jimmy Page style riff-rock.
Bourbon House is a retro-inspired, forward-thinking and forward-moving band. They are constantly writing new material, playing shows, and preparing for their tour dates. They are fans of their fans and take pleasure in communicated with them whenever possible.
